RESOLUTION OF ASSESSMENTS


WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of Hermiston Irrigation District has reviewed the proposed operating budget for the 2022 water year including operation and maintenance of the system, labor, materials, equipment, utilities, engineering, insurance, administration, accounting and legal services, debts, reserves and amounts necessary to meet debt service requirements, all at the actual costs of producing the service to the property;


WHEREAS, the Secretary of the District has on file in the office of the District the list of the names and addresses of the owners of the parcels of land to be charged, including the number of acres and the amount of the assessment to be charged against each tract of land; therefore

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of Hermiston Irrigation District hereby sets the assessment for operations and maintenance of the District for 2022 at $263.60 for the first acre; $82.60 per acre for the second through the fifth acres; $74.60 per acre for the sixth through the tenth acres; and $52.60 per acre for each additional acre beyond the tenth acre.  Pressurized pipeline reserve assessments for the Minnehaha Pipeline, Barton Pipeline and Z-Line are set at $20.00 per acre. The Cold Springs Dam repayment assessment is set at $4.00 per acre (per contract #5-07-10-W1075), the Construction Repayment assessment is set at $0.40 per acre (per contract # BD140510C6W67), Drop Structure Repayment (FlexLease #2008F 12860500) is set at $7.00 per acre and all shall be charged in addition to the operations and maintenance assessment.

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that all assessments are due and payable on March 1, 2022.  The Board permits assessments to be paid in two equal parts.  Half of the assessed amount must be paid on or before March 1, 2022 and the second half of the assessments may be paid on or before June 30, 2022 without interest or penalty on the second half. The first half of the assessments become delinquent on March 31, 2022.  The full amount of the assessments for 2022 become delinquent on July 1, 2022.  
A delinquent account service fee of $5.00 per month shall be charged on accounts with a past due balance.  Interest shall be charged on all incurred charges at the rate of one and one-third percent per month as required by ORS 545.496 (2);


IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the District's Secretary is authorized to file a Notice of Claim of Lien in accordance with Oregon Revised Statutes for incurred charges that become past due.  Per ORS 545.496 (3), the costs of the filing and removing the lien, including but not limited to recording and filing fees, title search fees and a reasonable administrative fee, shall be charged to the account.  
At any time after the delinquency date set by this Resolution and upon filing the Notice of Claim of Lien with Umatilla County Records, the Secretary may initiate foreclosure proceedings on all delinquent incurred charges at the direction of the Board.  The District may also withhold delivery of water from any tract of land until the incurred charges for the current year and any prior years, including interest, lien, and collection costs and fees, are paid in full per ORS 545.496 (1).

This Resolution is hereby adopted at the Board of Directors Organizational Meeting of the Hermiston Irrigation District on January 13, 2022.
